ARTISTIC GYMNASTICS: 
LES INFOS CLÉS

The programme includes six apparatus for 
men (floor exercise, pommel horse, rings, 
vault, parallel bars, and horizontal bar) and 
four for women (vault, uneven bars, balance 
beam, and floor exercise). It is divided into 
individual events for each apparatus, then 
individual and team events on all apparatus 
(all-around and team competitions).

Artistic gymnastics has been on the Olympic 
programme since Athens 1896, the first Games 
of the modern era. The first women’s event was 
competed in 1928 in Amsterdam.

Nowadays, centre stage in artistic gymnastics is 
primarily occupied by the United States and Japan 
with 40 and 33 gold medals respectively.

SHUTTLE BUSES FOR WHEELCHAIR SPECTATORS 
A dedicated transport service for spectators with a 
accessible or wheelchair ticket and their accompanying 
person will be provided to reach each of the competition 
venues for the Paris 2024 Games from several stations in 
Paris. This service is only accessible with early booking, 
possible up to 48 hours before the start of your session.
Spectators with disabilities are advised to use this 
service in light of the expected high number of 
travellers on public transport networks.
