Keep silent and avoid moving during the golfers’ 
address and shots, then applaud after the shot. Be 
careful not to cross the competition areas.

In the free circulation areas of the site, I respect the 
spaces reserved for people with disabilities. 

I am respectful of the venue and the environment. I 
use the designated paths and throw any litter in the 
waste containers provided.

I behave in a civil and exemplary manner. 
Violence, racist, discriminatory, sexist, anti-
LGBT+, and offensive remarks or behaviour have 
no place at the Games.

SPECTATOR  
CODE OF CONDUCT

The format of the Olympic golf competition is 
stroke play, which consists of counting the total 
number of shots to complete an 18-hole course.

Each player completes the course four times in four days, 
and the winner is the player with the fewest number of 
strokes at the end.

THE EVENT IN A NUTSHELL

A BIT OF HISTORY
Golf officially joined the Olympic programme 
in Paris in 1900 before disappearing then 
making its comeback more than a century 
later at the Olympic Games Rio 2016.

The United States dominates the medal table with 
13 medals including 5 gold.

Activation of this 
QR code is automatic and does not require an internet 
connection. It is essential to log in beforehand with 
your Paris 2024 login details.
